Receiving Gifts Someone whose love language is Receiving Gifts might feel loved when

you get them some flowers or something else they like — even giving of your time.

Acts Of Service Washing the car, doing the dishes, or mowing the lawn could be ways

to express love to someone whose primary love language is Acts of Service.

Physical Touch Holding hands, hugging, kissing, even give a few pats on the back —

these are ways of expressing love to someone whose love language is physical touch.
